Even if there is a delay, wait
for it. It is coming and will come without delay.

Clear vision will create boundaries of discipline in your life.

Three Keys to Clear Vision in 2014

1. Write it Down
a. "l will wait to see what The Lord will say."
b. "Write down the vision and make it plain (clear)"

2. Ask the Question.

"What am | doing TODAY to live out the vision God has for
me this year?"

3. Take the Next Steps
