THE WHO, WHAT, AND WHERE OF BEING SENT

1. WHO am | sent to be? | am sent to be an ambassador.

[2 Corinthians 5.18-20, ESV]

Therefore we are ambassadors of Christ, God making his appeal
through us. We implore you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to
God.

2. WHAT am | sent for? | am sent to be an ambassador for
peace.

[Ephesians 2.13-17, ESV]

And he came and preached peace to you who were far off and
peace to those who were neatr.

You have already chosen what you're going to be an
ambassador from.

3. WHERE am | sent to? | am sent to be an ambassador of
peace to the world.

[Acts 1.8-11, ESV]

But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon
you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea
and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.



YOU ARE SENT TO BE AN AMBASSADOR FOR PEACE TO

[John 20.21, ESV]

Jesus said to them again, Peace be with you. As the Father has
sent me, even so | am sending you.
